Selection Criteria for Awards from the Graduate Student Research and Travel Funds
In addition to meeting eligibility criteria (regular admission to a graduate degree program, good academic standing, full-time enrollment during term(s) in which research or travel activity takes places), applicants for awards from the Graduate Student Research and Travel Fund should keep the following selection criteria in mind when preparing an application.

Graduate Student Research Fund

Criteria for selection for an award include the following considerations (in no special order):

1.
Likelihood that the project will result in a peer-reviewed publication.

2.
Significance of the project.

3.
Student’s role as sole or principal investigator.

4.
Student’s qualifications to conduct the project.

5.
Reasonableness of the resources required and funding requested.

Graduate Student Travel Fund
Criteria for selection for an award include the following considerations (in no special order):

1.
Extent of the student’s participation (sole [preferred] or principal presenter, first listed author).
2.
Selectivity, scope, and reputation of the conference.
3.
Level and scope of the presentation (original oral communication, poster, panel presentation, etc.).

4.
Significance of the project.

5.
Reasonableness of the requested funding amount.
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
