How does my child qualify?

Students must score at least 90% on
a standardized achievement test or
have been recommended by a
teacher or counselor to qualify for
participation in the Northwestern
University Midwest Academic Talent
Search (NUMATS). Students take the
SAT exam through the NUMATS pro-
gram as part of the Center for Talent
Development at Northwestern Uni-
versity. This is a national model that
identifies students needing addi-
tional challenge by giving them
above -grade level testing.

Informational meetings regarding
the test and talent search model are
usually offered every fall. Registra-
tion and more information can be
found at this web address:

To qualify for ATYP, students need
to score a minimum of 520 on criti-
cal reading, writing, or math on the
SAT. A 560 score on the math por-
tion is needed if students have com-
pleted Algebra | in middle school.
Reasonable reading skills are also
needed to qualify for math.

How much does ATYP cost?

Funding: ATYP is funded through the
cooperation of WMU, the community,
and the Kalamazoo Community Founda-
tion. Funding from tuition provides ap-
proximately 50% of the revenue, with
Western Michigan University contribut-
ing the other 50%, including administra-
tive support, classroom space, and li-
brary access.

Costs: Tuition costs per semester per
class are paid by participating public
and charter schools for each enrolled
student. A few private schools also pay
tuition; however, if a private school
does not cover the cost, families are re-
sponsible for payment.
