All music majors fulfill the Baccalaureate-level writing requirement by 
taking MUS 3520 NonWestern Music.  This class should be taken in fall or spring of the junior or senior year as a General 
Education elective.  Beginning with the Fall semester of 2005, all College of Fine Arts students must fulfill the Computer 
Literacy requirement with MUS 1140 Digital Media in the Arts.

_____  Completed the music core in theory/history/aural comprehension/conducting; obtaining a grade of “C” or better in each 
course and accumulating a GPA of at least 2.5 in theory/history classes:
