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Aside from the tuition and fees (up to $20,000 per year), stipend ($300 - $500 per month), and book money ($1200 per year), Army ROTC Scholarship Nurse Cadets receive other valuable incentives and reimbursable expenses.  They encompass the following:

1.  Nurse Malpractice Insurance:  If your School of Nursing requires you to have this, to participate in clinicals, it is 100% reimbursable by ROTC.  

2.  Immunizations:  All costs associated with mandatory shots/immunizations are 100% reimbursable.  

3.  Nursing Uniforms and Clinical Supplies:  There is a one time $400 allowance to cover expenses you surrendered to pay for required nursing uniforms (pants, shirts, shoes, lab coats, etc.) and supplies (clip board, forceps, scissors, penlight, BP cuff, tape measure, stethoscope, etc.).

4.  Clinical Nursing Fee:  Fees charged to use and upkeep the learning labs at the School of Nursing are 100% reimbursable.

5.  NCLEX-RN Review Course:  If you pay for a NCLEX-RN Review Course or take a special class through the School of Nursing specifically for the purpose of preparing for your state boards, this is reimbursable (for the first class you take...other review courses are out of your own pocket).

6.  NCLEX-RN Testing Fee- You will have to pay an amount of money (upwards of $200) to cover the test center cost of administering the exam to you. This fee is 100% reimbursable (for the first attempt at taking the test).
